County; and

WHEREAS, on November 4, 1988, - the County of Simpson,

Kentucky, by and. through the Simpson County Judge/Executive,

entered into said Intérlocal Agreement establishing the Simpson
Emergency Communications Center with the "911" number for
service; and

| WHEREAS, the members of the legislative bodies of the City
of Franklin and County of Simpson, Kentucky, have recelived

information from various sources concerning the enhancement of

" the health, safety and welfare of the general public by having

available an emergency telephone service; and,

‘WHEREAS, pursuant to KRS: 65.760, local governments are

authorized to establish fees to be paid by the general public as

telephone users to pay the cost of eétablishing and maintaining

emergency telephohe service; and




WHEREAS, South Central Bell Telephone Company, a Georgia

Corporation {(hereinafter referred to as "Phone Company") isia
provider of the local telephone erv1ce in the Clty of Franklln,

and Simpson County (hereinafter referred to as "Local Area"), and

has available Enhanced 911 Emergency Telephone Service, which -

~will meet the emergency telephone -service needs of the Locai
Area;vand

WHEREAS, the Simpson County Fiscai Court recognizes that
the Public Service Commission regulates the area‘ of telephone
service and must  approve subscriber rate increases and Simpson
County as a contracting party for "911" would be a subsoribervfor

 any rate modifications requested by the Phone Company; and

WHEREAS, the leglslatlve body of the City of Franklln has~

requested Slmpson County to enact a countyw1de ordinance to

provide emergency answering telephone service for the Local Area;

WHEREAS, the Simpson‘County Fiscal Court; after ektensiye
study and review, determlnes that it is in the best 1nterest of
the health, safety and welfare of the citizens of Slmpson County
to establish an emergency telephone service.

SECTION ONE. The Simpson County Fiscal Court Resolutlon

dated April 19, 1988, authorizing the County of Slmpson, Kentucky
to enter into the Interlocal Agreement establishing the Simpson

SECTION TWO. AGREEMENT

~ Company or other suppliers to continue the maintenance of the

"911" service previously established by the Interlocal Agreement

establishing the Simpson Emergency Communications Center. Said

~agreement shall be for a period of from the date of the filing of

said agreement until November 3b, 1989, and fof'oneVYear periods.

(b) Said agreement shall reflect the installation costs
and the current tariffed recurfing charges for Ehhahced 911

service charged during the contract period.

SECTION THREE. "911" FEE

(a) There is hereby established a "911" fee ofaéiXty—nine
($.69) cents per month for eacﬁ exchange telephone subscriber
which 1is ‘levied as a fee to be paid by each exchange télephohe
subscriber in the Local Area onian individual exchange line basis
limited to a maximum of 25 exchénge~lines per’ aéCount, by not
sooner than December'1, 198§, for the Local Area»Exchanges,~which
first three number prefixes kstaft with '586, and each ﬁonth
thereafter. ’

(b) Phone Company shall collect_the "g11" fee from the
subscriber:‘aﬁd remit said fee to~Simpson County according to the

terms of the agreement.

SECTION FOUR,‘ 911" ADVISCRY BOARD

(a) There is heréby established a Sihpson County "911"

Advisory Board which shall be comprised of the same members of

the Advisory Board for the Simpson Emergency Communications

Center as set forth in the Inteflocal Agreement dated Novembei 4,
1988, and which shall be comprised of the following individuals:
(1) Simpson County Sheriff.
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
