NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the County of Simpson,

Sectioh:'1,  Regis;ration required.) %It shall be unlawful
for any direct seller to engage in direcé sales within the’
cdunty. .but» outside the «city limits ofé Franklin, Kentucky,
w1thout being registered for that purpose as provided herein.

(a) "Direct seller" means any 1nd1vidua1 who, for himself,
or for a partnershlp, association or corporatlon, se&ls goods, or
takes sales orders for the later delivery ’of goods, at any

location other than the permanent business place or residence of

-said individna1, partnership, association or corporation, and

shall 1include, but not be limited to, peddlers, Solicitors and

‘transient merchants. The sale of goods includes donations

required by the direct seller for the retention:of gdods by a

donor or prospective custoder.
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(b) "Permanent merchant" means a direct selier who, for at
least one year prior to the consideration of the application of
this ordinance‘toksaid merchant, has continuously operated an
established placeb of business in thig city or has continuously
resided in this éity.and now does business from his residence;

(c) 'VGoéds" shall include personal property of any kind,
and shallj;inclﬁdg goods provided incidental to se:vices of£ered
or sold. |

(d) "Charitable organization” shall include any benevolent,
philanthropicé'patriotic or eleemosynary person, partnership,
association or corporation, dr'one purporting to be such.

(e) ﬁClerk" shall mean the Fiscal Court Clerk.
