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AN ORDINANCE OF SIMPSON COUNTY, KENTUCKY RELATING TO STORM OR
FLOOD WATER AND FOR THE CONTROL OF EROSION AND FILLING OR
OBSTRUCTION OF NATURAL DRAINAGE CREVICES, SINKHOLES, DITCHEG

AND KNOWN SUBTERRANEAN WATER CHANNELS

WHEREAS, ‘the provisions of this ordinance are establlshed
with the purpose and intent to protect human 11fe and health result-
ing from the effects of storm or flood water; to minimize public
and prlvate property damage resulting from the effects of storm or
flood water; to protect individuals from buying lands and structures
which are or may be rendered unsuitable for intended purposes
because of flood hazards; to control development ‘'which when acting
alone, or in combination-withssimilar developments, will canse
erosion, and,filling or obstructing water courses, natural drainage

crevices, sinkholes, detersion structures, ditches or other storm

water systems and known subterranean water channels to protect

-stream channels and other dralnage fac111t1es from encroachment to

malntaln the capacity of the flood plain to retaln flood water; and
to help maintain a stable tax base by preserving property values
from future.flood encroachment and more particuiarly to insure:

(a) that new construction;of all descriptions shall not,
impose'measureable off-site water—reiated damages§

(b) that new construction shall be free from on-site water-
related damages; | |

NOW,‘THEREFOREYBE‘IT ORDAINED by the Fiscal Court of Simpson
County, Kentucky as follows:

NIThe filling, plugging, clogging or in any way interfering

‘ with the natural drainage capability of a crevice, sinkhole, ditch

or known subterranean water channel is prohibited.
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The introduction of any foreign matter, whether liquid or
solid, other tﬁan normél surface of storm water, into any natural
drainage crevice, sinkhole, ditch or known subterranean water channel
is prohibited. | |

Any pérson, firm or corpbration proposing alterations, improve-
ments or other disfurbénce ofkany natural drainage crevice, sinkhole,
ditch or known subterranean water channel must submit comprehensive
plans, showing that said alterations, improvements or other dis-
turbance would not.impair or interfere with drainage capability . 5 ﬁ?
of any crevice, sinkhole, ditch or know subterranean water channel.
Plans must be approved by the Planning and Zoning Commission prior
to the‘commencement of any alterations, improvements of other dis-

turbance of any crevice, sinkhole,.ditch or known subterranean

Any pefson, firm or corporation proposing ény construction
or other activity which would change the contour of the land, N
-removing of trees, removing of shrubs or the removing of vegetation
which would allow erosion and sedimentation of drainage ditches,

crevices, or sinkholes must submit plans showing proposed temporary

and permanent erosion control methods to be used. Plans must be

approved by the Planning and Zoning Commission prior to the com-
mencementkof.any construction or other activity.

Any person, firm or corporation found guilty of violating

any section of this section shall be liable to a fine of nqtkleSS

Upon receipt.of any notice or citation of Violetion ftom :
any officer of the‘County, citizen or member of the Fiseal Court
of Simpson County, Kentucky, prohibited action shall cease
immediately.
